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The new season began at the AGM with the Senior and Junior committees from 2006 combining to form a more productive working group. Members continuing with their second year on the committee were: Eddie, Brendan, Stuart, Graham, James Matt Norris Barb Kupke, Suzanne Fuzzard and Anita Kerr. Todd Newman, Andrew Parker and Rodney Osborne joined for their first year of two, to assist with the many tasks to be undertaken.

Registrations got off to a good start for both seniors and juniors on the 9th February with several players transferring from other clubs. Come’n’try clinics for juniors commenced, players were counted and eventually Hahndorf nominated 12 junior teams and four senior teams for the 2007 season. We also established a Development Squad for children aged 5-7 years that would begin the soccer skills, without the necessity of playing scheduled games. In total we had 162 (148 registered with the AHJSA) junior players and 60 senior players.
The club quickly established itself as a dominant Hills club by running the “German Arms” Summer Club Challenge. This commenced on the 17th February with 12 teams competing for prize money donated by the German Arms. In line with the new “Hot Weather” policy some games were cancelled/postponed, which hampered the running of the event. 
With the increase in the number of players also came the need to increase our pitches available for games. Pitches were set-up at the Hahndorf Primary School and Oakbank Area School, along with our “Home” ground at Pine Avenue. All of the under age games (U/8 through to U/11G) were programmed at the Hahndorf Primary School, while most of the competitive junior teams used the Oakbank Area School as their “Home” ground. This left Pine Avenue for some junior competitive games and ALL the senior games. Without power at Pine Avenue the club also hired the Mylor oval for training purposes.

All of this set-up required extra work: along with new goals, line-marking rosters, canteen duties and other related jobs to keep the Club functioning from week to week. Many people contributed, and thanks must go to committee members, coaches, team managers, parents, family and friends for volunteering their time and effort to combine in making 2007 a successful year.

The top side finished 3rd in Saturday Division 3 and displayed great promise for the coming years with many young players working their way into the team. The reserves finished in 2nd spot, while the two “C” teams finished 4th and 8th. The Under 17 boys finished top in their competition and many will move into senior ranks for 2008. The U/17Girls finished 3rd and the U/14 Girls finished 2nd. The Association also introduced an Under 11 Girls division into the competition for 2007. This provided an opportunity for girls to progress into the competitive age groups who hadn’t played the game before. 
The other junior teams – U/15 “Black” and “White” finished 1st and 3rd respectively and also played each other in the Cup Final. The U/13 team again struggled with an excess of players and this situation must be addressed in future years. The U/10 “Black” and “White” teams along with the U/8 “Black” and “White” teams all had a successful year – one highlight was the two under 10 teams playing each other at Pine Avenue with a 3 all draw as a great result. The U/9 team lost a few players during the year which made it difficult to establish a competitive team with the lack of numbers.
In summary, we are still promoting soccer to the wider Hills Community where both seniors and juniors can participate in an active sport and enjoy all the benefits of being part of a successful club.
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
